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Target Audience:  Youth 7-14 years old
Description: LHS GEMS Mystery Festival uses mystery to draw students into science as they investigate, explore, and do experiments. It combines mystery and investigation in a highly exciting, engaging, and educational experience. Students will conduct many hands-on forensic science tests on evidence found at a "crime scene." Any one of these tests is interesting and educational in itself - together they add up to a powerful and motivating experience.

Format: Mystery Festival is divided into two mysteries according to age of the participating youth.  The Mystery of “Who Borrowed Mr. Bear?” is geared toward youth in grades 2-3 although adaptations can be made for younger children.  The “Felix Mystery” is for youth in grades 4-8.  Each mystery is divided into five 45-60 minute sessions.
