ÂòA state 4-H project award is the highest 
achievement 4-Hõers can receive in project 
work. It indicates that they not only have 
mastered skills in that particular area, but also 
have shared their knowledge through 
presentations, workshops or helping others.In 
addition, 4-H project award winners must 
convey what theyõve gained in their project 
through a rigorous area and state application and 
interview process.ó

Award guidelines

Â Can submit two project awards per year

Â Can win one state project award per year

Â Can win in each project area only once

Â 50 awards given per year

Â ~50% of those advancing to state

Â Submit 2 applications

Â By the time you do one, the second is painless

Â Select your strongest area(s)
Â Your perception vs. their perception!
