NOTES FOR ENTRY AND EXHIBITION AT THE MALL, IN CHRISTY HALL AND IN THE COMMUNITY BUILDING 

¶ What is your exhibit goal?  This determines which class to enter your exhibit!  Remember what you classes 
you entered (write them down, copy your entry form, etc.).  WHEN YOU CHECK-IN YOUR EXHIBIT, THE 
CLASS NUMBER ON THE ENTRY TAG MUST MATCH THE CLASS NUMBER ON YOUR ENTRY FORM!  IF 
IT DOES NOT, THE EXHIBIT WILL BE DISQUALIFIED, NOT EVALUATED, AND SENT HOME WITH YOU.   

 

¶ Exhibit write-up consists of answering four questions: 
1.  What was your goal(s)? 
2.  How did you go about working toward your goal(s)? 
3.  What did you learn while working toward you goal(s)? 
4.  What would you like to do in the project area next year? 
Pay attention to additional writing requirements in the fairbook.  Like using the photography label form or the 
required to write about the Elements and Principles of Design for some exhibits.   
 

¶ Please remember, judges have many exhibits to judge and limited reading time as they have a conference with 
exhibitors about the exhibits.  Each judge’s decision is final.  If an exhibit from a 4-H’er (in grades 5-12) receives 
an orange dot, then the exhibit is being considered for exhibition at the state fair (if there is a state fair class).  An 
orange dot does not guarantee exhibition at the state fair.  One of the following ribbons will be awarded to the 
exhibit:  blue, purple, alternate state fair, or state fair.  For 4-H’ers in 4

th
 grade and for county fair classes that do 

not have a state fair class, exhibits can also receive an orange dot.  In this case, these exhibits are being 
considered to be awarded a higher ribbon.  One of the following ribbons will be awarded to the exhibit: blue, 
purple, Top Award. 

 

¶ Your exhibit must be created from work done in the project area during the current 4-H program year or the 
exhibit is disqualified, not evaluated, and sent home with the exhibitor.   

 

¶ Your fair exhibit is only one piece of your work in the project area.  For example: you exhibit a photograph, but 
you have completed additional photography work in the program year that includes giving a presentation on types 
of cameras, took photos to display at a nursing home, and participated or led a portion of a photography 
workshop.  (You will want to record all this information on a 4-H Experienced Record Keeping Form.  Financial 
information will also need to be included.  You will use all this information in August/September to apply for the 
county 4-H photography award).   

 

¶ Remember to check the fairbook for dimensions of posters, display boxes, etc.   

¶ Exhibits that have pairs of items (earrings, shoes, etc), only one of each can be displayed.   

¶ Label all pieces of your exhibit, especially if there are separate pieces. 
 

¶ There can be group exhibits.  There would be a group goal, but each member must also have their own goal.  
Each member must also complete an exhibit write-up.  Write-ups may be similar, but not identical.  All members 
must be in grades 5-12 in order to have the exhibit eligible for state fair consideration.  And each member will 
make this entry separately and pay the $0.50 fee.  The group will have a conference with the judge.  

 

¶ Something you made or did in school could potentially be applied to your 4-H project work and your county fair 
exhibit.  In order for this to happen, a 4-H goal needed to be determined at the beginning of the project.  For 
example, a class assignment might have been to make a banner.  A 4-H goal could have been to make a banner 
using the elements and principles of design or to make it to display in the living room at home.  The write-up 
needs to based on the 4-H goal.

They make sure 
results get recorded, ribbons attached in a uniform manner for display purposes, get exhibits displayed, may 
direct youth to judges, may answer questions of volunteers in department, provide guidance of rules, may have a 
turn to be in charge of the building (opening/closing),  be a contact for judges, help check out exhibits, etc.  
Extension staff along with fairboard is their support. Dates/tasks committed depend on the department, but could 
include one or more of the following:
