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A COUPLE THINGS TO WRAP UP THE 2007-08 4-H YEAR:   

1) Finish your records so you can apply for county 4-H awards.   
• Complete your summary (yearly or overall) for the past 4-H year.   
• Finish recording what you did to accomplish your goals for one or more projects on the Experienced Record 

Keeping Form.  Be sure to include financial information and any communication, leadership, or citizenship you 
had for each project area. 

• Consider including related photos, newspaper clippings, thank yous, or certificates.  Ribbons are not included 
here, but often in a separate spot from your 4-H records.   

You may also share your records with a volunteer and complete the member/mentor conference guide or complete the 
self evaluation.  Consider keeping your 4-H records in a tabbed binder, on your home computer, or another way that 
works for you.  Having your 4-H records will help you to apply for county 4-H awards, state 4-H awards, scholarships, and 
more. Record keeping forms are available at http://www.extension.iastate.edu/4H/recordkeeping.htm and at the Extension 
Office. 
 
2) Complete one or more county 4-H award applications.  Applications are due by 5 pm on Monday, September 22. 
The summary of awards available is can be found in the newsletter along with the 4-H participation award application.  All 
forms are available at the Extension Office and online at https://www.extension.iastate.edu/story/kidsteens.htm.  Also 
make your nomination for an adult or organization to receive the 4-H Alumni or Honorary Award.  These individuals or 
organizations should be supportive, helpful, or influential to the county 4-H program.  Please send a paragraph to the 
Extension office or email Mary.  The Story County 4-H Awards Program will be held Sunday, October 19 at Gates Hall at 
1:15 pm.  Award recipients will be notified with a postcard if they will be receiving recognition at the program (this may be 
for first year members, a county award, or even a club achievement award selected by club leaders).

Notes about keeping records 

• Working on your records throughout the year is helpful.   
• Records are required for most 4-H award applications. 
• You can have records for projects that did not have an exhibit for the fair.  Projects are what 

you enroll in and work on throughout the current 4-H year, while exhibits are one piece of a 
project that you choose to prepare and take to the county fair.   
Example: Project – Food and Nutrition (help prepare meals, help grocery shop, set table, make 
cookies for bake sale, made chocolate chip cookies for fair exhibit, etc.)   
Exhibit – Chocolate chip cookies (made to be judged and on display during fair)  

 
Record Keeping Forms: 

• Overall 4-H Participation Summary OR Yearly 4-H Summary These forms help you to 
remember/summarize your activities in 4-H, home, school, church, community, etc.   

• 4-H Project Record – Basic (yellow), Experienced (tan), or Advanced (blue)  Younger 
members may want to start with Basic or Experienced form.  You may complete a project 
record for one or more 4-H projects each year.   

• Financial Statement  When completing the Basic 4-H Project Record, be sure to include a 
financial statement for the project.  Project financial statements are required for 4-H project 
award applications.  There are 4-H livestock financial worksheets for most animal projects.  
These are available at the Extension office and online.   

• 4-H related newspaper clippings and photos may also be included. 
• 4-H Record Keeping Self-evaluation and the 4-H Member/Mentor Conference Guide are 

resources (not required for award applications) available for members and adults to help reflect 
the 4-H year and encourage keeping records.

Citizenship, Communication, and Leadership 
 
When applying for 4-H project awards, you may be required to list citizenship, communication, and/or 
leadership experiences.  While the citizenship, communication, and/or leadership activity may or may 
not be a 4-H activity, it should however relate to the 4-H project.  For example: beef project – serving 
on a committee for a junior beef association.  Most of these activities, however, should be 4-H 
related. 
 
Citizenship: volunteering your time to help others or a community  

• Host a 4-H club meeting 
• Lead a pledge at a club meeting 
• Serve on a committee  
• Help with a club or county event – communication contest, etc 
• Provide an animal for a show – livestock judging, supreme showmanship, fun shows, etc.  
• Give tours at the fair to guests, preschool groups, etc 
• Host in an exhibit building at the county fair 
• Help in the 4-H food stand at the county fair 
• Pick up trash at the county fair 
• Help with county fair set up or clean up 
• Help with an afterschool program 
• Share your 4-H project at a nursing home, classroom, etc   
• Collect canned goods for a food pantry or provide donation to another charity 
• Make a care package for a neighbor 
• Display your project at the library, in a window, etc 
• Be a mentor to a young 4-H’er or to a new 4-H family 
• Help with a fall or spring clean up day at the Iowa 4-H Center

• Give a presentation, talk, etc to your club

Be sure to review the requirements for each project award level (B, C, and D).  Know that the 
citizenship, communication, and leadership requirements are cumlative, meaning they are completed 
over the 2-4 years required for the project awards.  They should also be appropriate for your 4-H 
level.  Are you a junior, intermediate, or senior 4-H’er?  Each item should only be listed once.  For 
example, conference judging may be listed only once.  You are encouraged to expand your 
experiences in these areas.   
 
 
 
Workshops: Also when applying for 4-H project awards, you may be required to list workshops you 
have attended.  These may or may not be 4-H workshops, but should relate to your project.  
Examples could include: 

• A club or county 4-H project workshop 
• An association or another organization workshop that is offered 
• A Central Area 4-H Rabbit Workshop 
• A Horse Clinic 
• A workshop at the State 4-H Retreat 
• On going workshops/meetings for a project 
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CENTRAL AREA TECH TEAM RECEIVES ESRI GIS MAPPING GRANT/ HOLDS GIS DAY AT STATE FAIR 

Earlier this summer, the Central Area Tech Team (CATT) received a GIS Mapping grant through ESRI for the upcoming 
year.  ESRI partners with 4-H GIS mapping teams across the country.  The grant allows the team up to 25 seat licenses 
for ESRI’s ArcMapping/ArcView and other related mapping software, 7 resource books for a reference library for the team 
on GPS, GIS and mapping, up to $2500 of training in ESRI’s virtual campus, as well as detailed aerial and topographic 
map disks of all the continents in the world.  It is quite an impressive package of materials valued at over a hundred 
thousand dollars, and the software and other materials enable the CATT team to have everything it needs to get started 
with professional mapping projects.  As part of the grant, the team agrees to make a “Community Atlas” of maps, in which 
the members will decide on what they’d like to map in their communities based on their interests.  CATT’s “community” 
involves several counties in the central Iowa area, and they have already been collaborating with county officials familiar 
with GIS and GPS.   
 
The group’s first project was a cooperative effort with the SE IA Area 4-H Tech Team to map all the State 4-H Camp’s 
trails, buildings and landmarks at a weekend camp in mid-June.  The results of their efforts were displayed at the County 
and State Fair, and can also be seen at the Cloverland 4-H Fest on Oct. 5

th
.  On that day they will have hands-on demos., 

maps and a GPS scavenger hunt, as well as some special handouts and activities & prize drawings from the National 
Geographic Society and the “My Wonderful World” geography campaign – see:  www.mywonderfulworld.org     
 
Tech Team members also partnered with the SE Area 4-H Tech Team at the Iowa State Fair on Aug. 7

th
 for a GIS Day of 

fun and activities for fairgoers at the State 4-H Building.  They guided interested guests through a GPS scavenger hunt 
across the fairgrounds, and also had satellite imagery mapping quizzes of the US and world, activity sheets, tattoos and 
special prize drawings for books, apparel and other items donated by My Wonderful World.
