DECEMBER 20 - BEEF WEIGH-IN FOR COUNTY FAIR (PLUS VERIFICATION FOR STATE FAIR AND AKSARBEN)

Saturday, December 20 at Story County Fairgrounds from 8 am to 12 noon. If unable to attend, then contact Mary to
make arrangements to attend another beef weigh-in.

o Market beef animals you want eligible for exhibition at the Story County Fair need to be weighed, tagged,
and identified on December 20. You will also want to identify if the animal is Story County Produce (Was it born
in Story County from a cow owned by a Story County resident?) When you make your county fair entry in June,
then you will have the option to exhibit your animal in the Story County Produce class.

e Second year bottle bucket calves that might be exhibited in a market class at the Story County Fair also
must be weighed, tagged, and identified on December 20. These calves that don’t come to the weigh-in will not
be eligible for exhibition in the second year bottle bucket market class or any other market beef class at the Story
County Fair.

e Those that plan to exhibit a pen of feeder cattle at the Story County Fair are able to select one of those
feeder calves for the carcass contest. Any animal from your feeder pen that you want eligible for the carcass
contest must be weighed, tagged, and identified on December 20. All feeder cattle can come to the weigh-in. 3-5
head is a pen of feeder cattle. This project should begin by January 1.

e Any market beef animal you want eligible for the IOWA STATE FAIR and/or AKSARBEN needs to complete
the verification process on December 20. The animal will be weighed and tagged. A retinal image will be
collected for state fair. For Aksarben, a dna hair sample will be collected. There will be a fee for each animal
verified for the state fair and/or Aksarben. $5.00 per head for state fair only. $6.00 per head if an animal is
verified for state fair and Aksarben. (no other fees apply to the December 20 weigh-in). Exhibitor and parent
signatures are required. If the parent and/or exhibitor is unable to be present with their animal at the
weigh-in, then a waiver form needs to be signed and brought with the animal. The waivers are available at
the Extension office.

e Regarding breed steers for state fair and Aksarben: a legible tattoo needs to be in the ear (in the left ear
because the tag will go in the right ear). The breed, tattoo and sire name or registration number must be recorded
on the verification form. This information should be brought with you to the weigh-in. If this information is not on
the identification/verification form by January 15, then the animal will be shown as a crossbreed.

Please place orders at least 24 hours in advance. Heart of lowa will also provide free nutritional advising and
recommendations.

IMPORTANT LIVESTOCK INFORMATION - USDA MANDATORY COOL (COUNTRY OF ORIGIN) LIVESTOCK

The USDA is preparing for the mandatory COOL (Country of Origin Labeling) that goes into effect September 30, 2008.
There is an excellent website for those wanting to know more details on the lowa Beef Center's webpage at,
http://www.iowabeefcenter.org/content/COOL.htm. What 4-H’ e r s N e eTde loivacCOOD Coalition has come
up with a simple affidavit that can work for all species of livestock (beef, sheep, swine, poultry, goat). This affidavit is
located at, http://www.iowabeefcenter.org/content/COOL/COOL%20Forms.doc. Page 1 explains the steps needed to be
taken as well as example documents that can be used for an audit trail. Page 2 is the actual affidavit.

e 4H'ers who raise t fortheir projectsineed to fillehis affidavit out and keep it on file for a
minimum of two years. In the case of an audit, 4-H’ers can provide authorities with this affidavit along with other
documents listed at the bottom of page 1 of the affidavit document (birth records (calving report, PigChamp,
PigTales, etc.), purchase/sales receipts, etc.)

e 4H' ers who purchase t heiMUSThavedhe pradacer fillfout thenaffidavit) give isto the 4-
H’er, and the 4-H’er should keep the affidavit on file for a minimum of two years. For example, a 4-H’er goes to
buy his steer from a producer. The 4-H’er needs the producer (seller) to fill out and sign the affidavit.
