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Tinkering with Sciencds a new club being offered by Story County 4-H in Ames, lowa. The idea is to

encourage children to learn about science by tinkering with everyday objects. Many adults feel that tinkering is

an important learning mechanism yet one that has become much less prevalent in recent years. Tinkering with
Sciencewill begin with a seven-week workshop that meets on Saturday mornings. The workshops will present
students with certain challenges such as Inthei gur e
approach, students will be presented with some basic science tools (knowledge) such that they are able to figure

out on their own how certain gadgets work. These gadgets may be as simple as a flashlight or as complex as a

DVD player. Another important aspect of the workshop will be the concept of experimentation and

observation. Students will learn about sensors and transducers so that they are able to build simple systems to

make measurements. Finally, students will get to use the latest software to design their own sensor system on a
printed circuit board that will be fabricated by a professional manufacturer. Tinkering with Science will

continue throughout the year meeting on a monthly basis. Each year, a new seven week introductory workshop

will be held in order to recruit new members and to give existing member the opportunity to take leadership

roles. Tinkering will be the focus of the monthly meetings. Students will challenge each other in a fun but
competitive manner to explain how things work and to determine the reason for failure in broken gadgets.

Students will be required to present their findings to the rest of the group in order to develop presentation and
leadership skills.
