Bart moved to set the agenda. Sharon seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously. 
Bart Mostaert moved to approve the minutes of the previous meeting. Joceline Holliday seconded the motion. Motion carried unanimously.

Public input was received by Brook Lilly. She addressed the group concerning the alleged attack on her daughter’s (McKenna) dog during the 2011 Adair County Fair.
New members – Bethany Kintigh and H. A. Gross were welcomed as members of the group. Becky Dreher is also a new member, but wasn’t able to attend.
Recruitment of youth members to Youth Action Committee was discussed with the possibility of Tom Walter of Prescott being appointed as a member.

Financial  report was given with a December 31, 2011 balance of $26,779.86.

The possibility of establishing an Endowment Account in the 4-H Foundation or the purchase of a two-year gambling permit ($150.00) to allow raffle drawings and Bingo activities was tabled until the next meeting.

If we were to leave Tyson, chances of going back if not satisfied would be nil.
