Ida County 4-H Foundation Grant Application Process and Guidelines

1. Applicants must be a current member of an Ida County 4-H club, or Ida County Clover Kids
Member.

2. Youth are eligible for 50 to 90% of the cost of an event. Clover Kids may be eligible for up
to 50% of the cost of the event.

3. Participants should ideally bear some portion of the activity cost.

4. The funds will be allocated among as many different individuals as feasible. Therefore,
individuals requesting assistance for a second opportunity will receive less priority than
someone who has not previously received assistance.

5. No Grant will be provided for programs not part of the 4-H program.

6. Once applicants have been approved, recipients will receive 50% of approved amount, so
that it maybe used to defray any initial costs associated with the 4-H educational
experience. The remainder of the approved amount will be paid after attendance of the
event by written correspondence from the 4-H’er which must include evidence of
attendance. to Linda Friedrichsen, Ida County 4-H Foundation Secretary, 1602 US Hwy
59, Holstein, IA 51025. If for some reason the recipient is unable to attend the event, a
full refund to the Ida County 4-H Foundation will be expected.
