Youth Code of Ethics statement and have this form on file at the Extension Office by July
1. The signed form will be kept on file throughouttidd e r s car eer .

Youth are expected to be sincere, honest and act in sportsmanlike ways at
all times. Youth represent the entire program and their behavior reflects on their
parents, leaders, club and the entire youth program. All adults involved with the
youth program, leaders as well as parents, are expected to set positive examples
and serve as positive role models by what they say and do.

Any youth who breaks the code of ethics or allows another person (adult
or peer) to talk them into violating the code of ethics agrees to forfeit all prizes,
awards and premiums. The youth may also be prohibited from exhibiting at this
and future exhibitions including the lowa State Fair and other county, state or
regional exhibitions.

State Fair selections will be made by the judges in each department.

An individual exhibitor will be eligible to send a maximum of two exhibits to the
lowa State Fair in the combined departments of Family and Consumer Sciences,
Issues, and Personal Development as well as two exhibits from the combined
departments of Ag/Natural Resources, Expressive Arts, and Science, Mechanics, &
Engineering. Historical/Family Heritage, Poster Communication, & Live Healthy
lowa exhibits are separate from this count.

The 4H Building that is used for judging will close at approximately noon on
Monday, Conference Judging Day, so that judges may make State Fair selections.

All exhibitors are responsible to read and comply with the lowa State Fair General
Exhibit Rules for the exhibit to be eligible for lowa State Fair participation. Exhibits
that do not comply with the class description, size guidelines, and copyright and
safety procedures will be disqualified and not put on public display. The exhibitor
will receive written evaluation comments and an explanation on why the exhibit was
disqualified.

There will be an informational meeting for members with exhibits selected for State

Fair and their parents during the county fair. All members (and parents) with

exhibits chosen should plan to attend. Check the State Fair Exhibits booth for the
time.

Volunteers will be needed to help transport State Fair exhibits to Des Moines on
Tuesday, August 11th and bring them back on the evening of August 23. Parents are
responsible for arranging transportation of especially large exhibits.

Because exhibitors are not present for judging at the lowa State Fair, a written
explanation, audiocassette, or video must accompany the exhibit. The exhibitor
should respond to the following questions about the exhibit:

(Include the source of design and explain the
major changes.) You know it is a major change if you quickly look at your
original source and your exhibit and they DO NOT seem similar. Did you create
your exhibit by observing things around you like looking at a still life or from a
photograph you took of a scene?

Are the people in your exhibit (drawing, painting) ones you observed, studied,
sketched, or photographed and not people you saw in a magazine or other
photograph? (If the person is identifiable from you picture ydig request their
permission to use them in you artwork?)

CLASS 821B-Design and/or Technique Exploration

This exploration class is an exhibit that provides an individual the opportunity to
explore a medium, practice a skill, or study a design element or art principle.

An explanation of the application of design elements or art principles used when
making the exhibitnust be included

This exhibit may be an object, portfolio, display, poster or organized sketchbook.

It may be a process evaluation shown by examples that demonstrate a different
step of the process needed to complete a finished product.

Processes could include glazes, paint blending, and
surface preparation to the final product. A finished product will only be
used in the evaluation to determine level of accomplishment of the goal.

A portfolio showing several examples of practicing techniques of a medium
where you used design ideas from photos, magazines, pictures.

Larger photos may be cropped if necessary for better
composition, but no smaller than 5x7 inches. Series entries should consist of three to
five photos (each 5x7 minimum) mounted as one piece. Mounting is required for all
entries in this class. Use of standard commercial photo mats is acceptable provided
that exposed area of photo is not less than 4 %2 x 6 % inches.

* Entries: All exhibitors showing livestock must submit an entry form by July
1st to the Louisa County Extension Office. Stall fee must be paid at time of
entry or the fee will be doubled.

* Herdsmanship: Herdsmanship consists of an exhibitor keeping his/her animal
(s), stall/pen/cage and alley clean on a continual basis. Members are expected
to be courteous and informative to others. Herdsmanship duties are the
responsibility of the exhibitor. Each exhibitor will be judged individually.
