A Static Exhibit is any non-animal exhibit. All static exhibits are judged on Monday, July 27th during ñconferenceò judging. 
 

Remember to bring the following completed forms to conference judging: 

 Judging Form—4-H’ers must turn in the 4-H judging form on Monday, July 27th as soon as ALL of their 
static exhibits have been judged. There will be a table set up near/in the Expo building to turn in the 
judging form and receive your premium. No forms will be accepted after judging is over for the 
morning (around 11am).  

 Goal Sheet (one for each exhibit):  GS1, VA-GS1, Poster Label, or Photography Exhibit Label. Goal sheets must be 
complete and signed by a parent before judging. Home improvement, Clothing, and Visual Arts must 
use for VA-GS1. 

 An Entry Tag (available from your leader or at the Extension Office) This must be attached to each 
exhibit.   

 

**The Judging form and goal sheets are at the Extension Office and on the Louisa County 4-H webpage** 
 

Judging will take place in the Expo Building. Plan on arriving 10 minutes before your scheduled club time to check-in. 
Those who have a conflict with their assigned judging time should contact the Extension Office before fair. 

If you have one, it is nice to wear a 4-H t-shirt for conference judging.

Remember it helps to speak clearly & make eye contact during your conference judging experience. 
Parents are not allowed at the judging table. Parents may enter the judging building to take a picture and then 
must leave. Too many bodies in the doorways creates confusion for youth being judged and volunteers 
assisting with the judging process.  
 

GOAL SHEETS :  The “write-up” is just as important as the actual exhibit. These questions are the same questions that 
the judges will ask during the judging process.

1. What was your goal?  (What did you want to learn by making this exhibit?)

3. What were the most important things you learned as you worked towards your goal?  (What did you learn?  

What surprises did you have?  What was the hardest part about making your exhibit?  What was the easiest part 
about making your exhibit?) 

4. Would you like to do something in this project area next year?  If so, what would you like to try? 
Bonus question – for those enrolled in visual art, home improvement, or clothing include information on design elements 
and art principles. Not sure what the elements are principles are?    Visit this website:

Food Exhibit Reminders 
 All food exhibits must have a copy of the 

recipe on a 3 x 5 or 4 x 6 card at judging. 

 Foods requiring refrigeration are not an 
appropriate exhibit. Be sure to read  
complete fair book rules for appropriate and 
inappropriate food exhibits

Preserved Foods 

All food exhibits that have been 
processed in some way will need to 
have a processing label attached to the 
exhibit. Information to be included on 
the label is the type of food, method of 

preservation, processing time, pressure (if 
appropriate), the date processed, and the source of 
the recipe. Labels are available at the LCEO or you 
may make your own. Current USDA or ISU 
guidelines for home preservation must be used. 

 
Photography Reminders:  
Note that there is a maximum of 3 
exhibits per photography class 
with a total maximum of 10 
photos per exhibitor. 
Also remember that it is the 4-H’ers responsibility 
to cover all photography exhibits with plastic 
wrap/ziplock baggie to protect it from fly specks 
and dust. 
2008 Traveling Photography exhibits may be picked 
up on Monday, July 27th  or during exhibit release 
on Friday.

When permission has been 
granted, the exhibit will be displayed and labeled 
appropriately. Those without permission cannot be 
displayed. If you have any questions about 
copyright, contact the Extension Office.

Animal Exhibitors: Do you have your plain white shirt for 

your show(s)? Details in the fairbook. 

 

Livestock Entry Cards 
Livestock entry cards are being mailed out to all 4-
H’ers that entered an animal(s) on the Livestock 
entry form by July 1. Refer to the fairbook for class 
info. Bring this card to your animal’s check-in during 
Fair.    
 

Livestock Auction 
Also being sent along with the entry card is a paper 
called the “DISCLOSURE STATEMENT:” Any beef, 
swine, sheep, or goats being considered for auction 
must be listed on the disclosure statement, with 
treatment records listed if applicable. Turn this in 
during Fair check-in as well. This is what the 
Extension Office will keep on file for its link in 
COOL documentation.  
 
Animals changing ownership after being identified 
for a project are ineligible to be exhibited as 4-H 
animals for that 4-H year. 
Animals offered for sale in an animal auction are 
considered to have changed ownership even if 
bought back by the original owner or if the owner 
refuses a bid or says, "No Sale." If you are exhibiting 
an animal you plan to show at the State Fair or at 
the County Fair, be sure to remember this. 
 

Required Dog Training  
July 12th & 19th are required training sessions if 
you wish to show your dog at County Fair. Bring 
proof of current rabies vaccination if you haven’t 
done so already and training supplies.
