 Each year a 4-H fee is 
required to be an active 4-H 
member. The ’09-’10 fee for 
Louisa County 4-H’ers will be 
$15.   
Please join us in thanking the 
Louisa County 4-H 
Foundation and the Louisa 
County Extension Council for 
sponsoring half of each 4-
H’ers $30 state 4-H fee.  
The Foundation will be 
contributing $10 for each 4-
H fee and the Council $5. 
Once again the Foundation 
will pay the entire 4-H fee 
for any 3rd+ child in 4-H in a 
family --so no family will pay 
more than $30 in 4-H fees.  

 
 Enrollment & medical 

information/release forms 
need to be turned in to the 
Extension Office along with 
the yearly fee. Returning 
members will find their forms 
at an upcoming meeting. 
New members can find an 

enrollment form at the 
Extension Office, online at 
www.extension.iastate.edu/l
ouisa/kidsteens (right-side 
column) or from a club 
leader. Look over your forms 
to make sure it has the 
correct information and note 
which project areas you wish 
to enroll in for the new year 
as well as any project guides 
you want ordered (there is a 
cost on project guides for 
returning members, see the 
Pick-a-Project paper). Project 
guides will not be ordered 
until paid for. 

 
 Once you have decided 

which project area(s) you 
want to explore in the 
upcoming year, write down 
what you hope to do in the 
project. Record this goal in 
your record book (there are 
various record forms 
available to guide you in 
learning about your project 
at the previously mentioned 
locations). Look this goal 
over throughout the year, 
changing/adding to it as you 
grow in knowledge.

structuring movement and pushed 
to create ñregional positionsò in 
order to leverage the money that is 
available in the 4 counties in the 
new regionðDes Moines, Lee, 
Henry and Louisa.

No 
other Extension Region is moving 
forward as a unit to overcome the 
budget cuts and still deliver the 
resources and research of Iowa 
State University as a unit.
