STATE FAIR & AK-SAR-BEN: 
$5.00 per animal per show. 
In addition to the steps for 
county fair, state fair 
animals must also go 
through the retinal imaging 
process. Ak-sar-ben animals 
require DNA. Make sure to 
tell volunteers if you want 
your animals eligible for 
state fair or Ark-sar-ben.  
If a parent or exhibitor is 
unable to attend on this 
date they must contact the 
Extension office and request 
a waiver before December 
4th. Signed parental & 
exhibitor waivers for those 
individuals not able to 
attend the weigh-in must be 
submitted prior to or during 
the weigh-in. The waiver is 
required for state fair 
animals only. 
To show a breed steer: sire 
name, registration #, and 
breed must be included on 
the verification form.  Bring 

this information to the 

weigh-in.  

Fair sub-
committees 
forming 
Needed: caring adults & 9-
12th grade 4-IΩŜǊǎ 
Sub-committees for project 
areas need to be forming.  
Sub-committee members 
assist with fair activities 
and, along with the 
Superintendents, set and 
interpret rules. If you are 
interested in assisting, 
contact the superintendent 
(they are listed in the 
fairbook) or contact the 
LCEO.   

What 4-IΩŜǊǎ bŜŜŘ ǘƻ 5ƻΥ  There is a COOL affidavit located on the Iowa 4-H Ag/Livestock website 
at, www.extension.iastate.edu/4H/Agriculture/documents/coolinfo.pdf.  On the webpage is a link 
to the affidavit.  Page 1 explains the steps needed to be taken as well as example documents that 
can be used for an audit trail.  Page 2 is the actual affidavit. 

 4-IΩŜǊǎ ǿƘƻ Ǌaise their own livestock for their projects need to fill this affidavit out and keep it 
on file for a minimum of two years.  In the case of an audit, 4-H’ers can provide authorities with 
this affidavit along with other documents listed at the bottom of page 1 of the affidavit 
document. 

 4-IΩŜǊǎ ǿƘƻ ǇǳǊŎƘŀǎŜ ǘƘŜƛǊ ƭƛǾŜǎǘƻŎƪ ŦǊƻƳ ƻǘƘŜǊǎ MUST have the producer fill out the affidavit, 
give it to the 4-H’er, and the 4-H’er must keep the affidavit on file for a minimum of two years.  
For example, a 4-H’er goes to buy his steer from a producer.  The 4-H’er needs the producer 
(seller) to fill out and sign the affidavit.
