Due to insurance liability, only 4-H or FFA 

members are allowed to ride horse or pony 

during show hours.  Violation will result in 

disqualification for the day.  

1. Participants must be a 4-H or FFA member in 
4

th
-12th grade.  Proof of membership is required if 

requested. 

2. A properly fitted ASTM approved helmet is required 

at all times when mounted on a horse or pony. 

3. 4-H dress code enforced (white long sleeved shirt, 

solid blue riding style jeans, belt, hat/helmet, and 
hard-soled shoes or boots.)  English attire and 
helmets required for English classes.  If jackets are 
not required, long sleeves must be worn.  Violation 
of dress code will result in penalty of being 
dropped one ribbon placing. 

4. Spurs and bats are permissible but must be used 
behind the cinch. 

5. vvv - CHANGE - Year end awards will be given for 

perfect attendance at 3 of the 4 summer shows. 

6. Keep ALL animals away from entry booth and food 
stand areas.  Dogs must be on a 6 ft. leash and no 
closer than 50 ft. from the arena. 

7. Ponies are under 57”.  Horses are 57” and over. 

8. Entries limited to one (1) horse per exhibitor per 
class. 

9. Closed gate for all timed events.  Horses must walk 
into the arena.
