How old do girls and boys have to be  

to join 4-H? 
Kids can join a 4-H club anytime between 4th grade and 

12th grade. (Kids in 2nd  through 3rd grade can join 4-H 

Cloverbuds.)  
 

With each club made up of a mix of older and younger 

kids, the younger kids benefit from the older kids’   

knowledge, and the older kids gain experience mentoring 

the younger members of their club. 
 

Kids also benefit from making new friends outside of their 

own neighborhood or school.  
 

 

We live in town... Can my children  

still join 4-H? 
Yes, 4-H is open to all kids no matter where you live! 

There is a misconception that you must live on a farm to 

participate in 4-H, but that’s simply not true.  
 

 

 

How much does it cost to join? 
In Benton County 4-H costs $25 for all members.

There are 16 4-H Clubs and 2 Cloverbud clubs in Benton 

County, so you’re sure to find a club near you! Cloverbuds 

start in January of each year.  Information is sent home 

through the schools with all children in 2nd and 3rd grades 

in Benton County.
