The Iowa 4-H Foundation, which provides finan-
cial resources for youth development through the 
4-H program, has made it possible for you to give 
your grain.  A self-employed farmer is actually bet-
ter off donating grain than money to charitable or-
ganizations.  By reducing self employment tax and 
increasing income tax savings, gifts of grain can 
save farmers as much as 49 percent of the dona-
tion amount. For example, a donation of $1,000 
could save an extra $490 by giving grain instead 
of cash.  
 
Please note:  Grain must be put in the Iowa 4-H 
Foundationôs name to be sold by the Iowa 4-H 
Foundation. You cannot have the elevator sell the 
grain and write the check to the charity.  Encour-
age your local farmers to consider donating their 
grain today and support the largest youth develop-
ment program in America!
