2.1t may be a process evaluation shown by examples that dem-
onstrate a different step of the process needed to complete a
finished product. This process evaluation is the only accept-
able place to exhibit portions of greenware or whiteware to
provide the appropriate surface to illustrate the process tech-
nigues being explored. Processes could include glazes, paint
blending, surface preparation to the final product. A finished
product will only be used in the evaluation to determine level
of accomplishment of the goal.

Place exhibit in a reclosable plastic bag with entry card
fastened outside the bag.

5.Products that require refrigeration (cream fillings, cream
pies, cream cheese frosting, meat or broth, relish or fruit
trays, cheeses, eggs, custards, egg noodles, and friend-
ship starters, etc.) are not appropriate entries for the fair.
These items do not hold up well at room temperature and
often pose a food safety hazard. WE DISCOURAGE THE
