2. All barrows must have been weighed in and qualified in March to be eligible to exhibit
in the Open Swine Derby.Gilts/barrows must weigh no more than 48 pounds at the
weigh-in.

3. Entrants must be members of the Henry County Pork Producers or Henry County
4-H.

4. Premiums and trophies will be awarded to the top 10 carcasses as follows: Champion
- $200 and trophy; Reserve champion - $100 and trophy; 3rd - $55; 4th - $45; 5th -
$30; 6th - $20; 7th and 8th -$15; and 9th and 10th - $10. Prize money will be awarded
following the show.

5. All entries will be scanned using ultrasound prior to live judging Monday, July 11.
After the live show is completed the carcass results will be released.

6. Carcasses which are under-finished, possess jowl abscesses, arthritic, poorly
muscled, soft and watery, late castrates, or invisible boars will not be eligible for
contest awards. The judge may inspect all entries on foot and disqualify any that are
not fresh, sound or free of abnormalities.

7. Carcass placings will be based on a formula established by the swine committee
using “Lean Gain on Test” formula.

8. Results and checks will be available within three weeks following fair.

9. Atrucking, insurance, and scanning fee of approximately $15.00 will be deducted per
pig.
