2008 Jump$tart National Survey 
 

The nationwide biennial survey conducted for  
the Jump$tart Coalition for Personal Financial  
Literacy reveals that Iowa high school seniors  
rank higher than the national average in  
financial literacy.  However, the average Iowa  
survey participant only answered 54.9 percent  
of the questions correctly.  The national average  
score for the survey was 48.3 percent.  
 
The written survey of 6856 students in 40 states was 
administered by individual teachers in classes other than 
finance---mostly English and Social Studies.  A copy of 
the survey questionnaire and answers are available at 
www.jumpstart.org.
