· Only 4-H members are allowed in the preparation rooms.  4-H staff will assist presenters and will notify adults if additional help is required.
· Be prepared for at least 100 people to participate in your working exhibit.  If you are presenting on a weekend, expect the crowd to be larger.

· You will evaluate one other presenter during your half day.  A roundtable discussion will take place following the half‑day’s working exhibits.

· Judges will make comments and award certificates to all participants at the end of the half-day.
