Entrance and Parking for 2011 ISF:
· There is only ONE admission ticket for 4-H’ers participating in the Iowa State Fair (no matter how many 4-H activities in which you are involved).  Contact your county office for your ticket information.

· If you have a lot of supplies to load and unload, a limited amount of Lot G permits will be available at the Volunteer Headquarters building (on the corner of Logan and East 30th).  If you have a Lot G permit and ticket, use Gate 9 off of Dean Ave to enter the fairgrounds.  Please allow extra time when travelling to accommodate extra traffic on the new route.  A map of the Iowa State Fairgrounds can be found at www.iowastatefair.org. 
· There is very limited parking available on the fairgrounds.  You may wish to consider parking in the private parking lots south of the fairgrounds.  Many of the lots are as close or closer to the 4‑H Exhibit Building than the parking lots on the Iowa State Fairgrounds.  
· For other on Fairground parking and advance ticket options, call your county extension office. 

· At the end of your half-day, if you are parked in Lot G, load your supplies, return the parking permit to the office and move your car to other parking in a timely manner.

· If you are using an animal in your presentation, you must notify the State 4-H Office as soon as possible.
