How does NatureMapping Work?

* Individuals trained in a one-day Level I
NatureMapping workshop.

Trained volunteers engage others
(schools, businesses, community groups,
family members, etc.) in planning and
conducting a monitoring project.

* The projects can involve monitoring any
reptile, amphibian, bird, or mammal
species or group and its habitat(s) at any
location for any length of time and
frequency.

* On aregular basis, the trained individual
submits data via the NatureMapping Web
site.

* Using the lowa NatureMapping Web site,
individuals and groups can view and
analyze their data, along with that of
others, in a variety of formats (in
development).

Iowa NatureMapping is an Iowa State University Extension Wildlife
Program, and receives funds from the Resource Enhancement And
Protection - Conservation Education Program (REAP - CEP) and the
Iowa Department of Natural Resources through a federal grant from
the Wildlife Conservation and Restoration Program.
