B. Environmental Medium
Ammonia from turkey operations is generated from the natural breakdown of manure.  This process is continuous and stable.  The medium affected from ammonia generated during this breakdown is air.
C. Identity and Quantity of Hazardous Substance
 Ammonia

Although it is possible that I am releasing more than the reporting threshold quantity of 100 pounds per day, I do not have the scientific equipment to measure how much I emit on a daily basis. 
During one-year continuous field monitoring in Iowa by Xin et al., 2008, to be published, researchers found the average daily ammonia emissions was 0.00302 pounds of ammonia per bird per day.  Assuming a flock of 10,000 turkeys per house, the average daily ammonia emission is roughly 30 lb/day per house. While this value may be appropriate for the specific farm studied, releases from my farm may vary based on several factors, including the final age of the birds, on farm maintenance and atmospheric conditions. 

Based on these factors, I am making a good faith effort to submit this written notification under the reporting requirements of the Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act.
