We know this will be a bit different from having an exhibit at the Iowa State Fair. However, Iowa 4-H believes in providing evaluation feedback for members in their project work and wants to continue to showcase the best of the best around the state. 

You will find requirements for your exhibit’s project area under Show Iowa Virtual Exhibit Requirements on the 2020 4-H Show Iowa webpage. It is your responsibility to decide how to best showcase your exhibit in picture form and how many you will submit to the Extension Office. Please do not submit more photos than are allowed.

By providing the information requested below, your family agrees that the information and image(s) of the exhibit and member will be made available to the public as part of the exhibit showcase.

Required:
· Picture of entire exhibit
Exception: Digital Storytelling – YouTube link to video (in place of picture)

· Written goal/report answering the following questions:  
a) What was/were your exhibit goal/s?  What did you plan to learn or do?  
b) What steps did you take to learn or do this?  
c) What were the most important things you learned?  
	Exceptions: Photo Exhibit Label (in place of written goal/report)
	$10 Meal Challenge worksheet (in place of written goal/report)
	Poster Communication Report Form (in place of written goal/report)

Photography
· Image (photo) of photo as matted/mounted is first required picture
· Original photo, if digitally altered, is required
· Optional, digital file of the final photo (before printing)
Food and Nutrition
· Picture of entire product is first required picture
· Prepared Product: Photo showing cross section of product and bottom of product
· Preserved Product: Photo of exhibit alongside ruler to show headspace

Optional pieces to consider:
· Exhibit summary (for most exhibit classes) – Please provide a short (3-4 sentence) summary of this exhibit. Tell us something interesting, a fun fact. Tell a brief story about the exhibit - why you made it, why it was needed, how the item is helpful or educational, etc. Share a story that can be read while viewing a photo of the exhibit to create interest and help the public understand learning in 4-H. 

· Personal/publicity photo – picture of exhibit with the 4-H member. 

· Video telling about exhibit or showing the exhibit in action – maximum three (3) minutes. Provide as a YouTube link. This option might be especially helpful for those exhibits that include a lengthy binder that might be cumbersome to upload as a scanned file. 
(Note: This is not an option for most Photography classes, $10 Meal Challenge, or Digital Storytelling.)

· No more than two (2) additional exhibit photos. If there are more photos that you think will best showcase the details of your exhibit, it is recommended that you create a PowerPoint presentation with these pictures and using this as one of the additional exhibit photos.
(Note: Not an option for most Photography classes, $10 Meal Challenge, or Digital Storytelling.)

Prepare your exhibit photos carefully. Members are asked to present their exhibit(s) in the best way possible with accuracy and honesty. 
Tips to consider as you prepare your photos:
· Try to use natural lighting. 
· Avoid direct sunlight. 
· Avoid cluttered backgrounds. 
· Do not crop or resize images. 
· Do not digitally alter images.
· Take photos from various angles (front, back, top, bottom, side, far away, close up, etc.). 
· Include close-up shots to show-off details but avoid using the zoom on the camera - get physically closer instead. 
· Include a ruler in at least one photo to provide scale reference.

Exhibit Submission
All exhibits must be submitted to your county Extension Office by (fill in the date). This will allow staff the time they need to upload all needed information into the Fair Entry system.

The intent is to have all exhibits evaluated by August 12 and results shared back with counties by August 20. These dates are tentative. We hope there are minimal challenges with the virtual showcase, but it appears this is the year for the unexpected. Please do be patient as we all work through new processes. As staff, we are learning as much as our 4-H members.
