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IOWA 4-H RICOCHET RESOURCES

1. What age group is Ricochet intended for?
Ricochet is designed for 6th-8th grade students.
Can Ricochet be used with high school youth? 
	Yes, it has been used effectively with high school youth.
Can Ricochet be used with 4th or 5th graders?
Be really cautious about using Ricochet with youth younger than 5th grade.  The type of learning experiences require abstract thinking skills to be able to apply them to real life experiences. Those skills don’t really develop until around 5th grade.
2. How much does it cost to implement Ricochet? 
Equipment to implement Ricochet if everything needs to be purchased, estimate $1,000 for Ricochet 1, $500- $800 for Ricochet 2, and $250 for Ricochet 3. 
· T-shirts would be an optional addition to that. 
· Regular costs for consumable supplies such as copies, snacks, etc.
Other costs will vary depending on implementation plan. Example:  if partnering with Iowa State University Extension and Outreach staff to facilitate, there may be a cost. 
3. How long is the Ricochet program?
To fully implement Ricochet, plan for 12-15 hours per level.
4. How many youth can participate in Ricochet at one time?
That will be dependent on the number of facilitators, your available space and the amount of equipment available. Typical group size is between 15-25.
5. Does Ricochet meet the Iowa Core Standards?
Ricochet meets many of the Iowa Core Standards for 21st Century Skills.  A full break-down of the standards met in each unit is provided in the Facilitators Background.

6. What kind of space is needed to implement Ricochet?
While more space is better, it is possible to do Ricochet in a classroom as long as furniture is moveable. Be aware of any breakable objects in the room or objects that could present a hazard to participants. Feel free to creatively adapt activities if you are working in a smaller space.
7. Who do I contact if I am interested in implementing Ricochet?
If you are interested in implementing Ricochet into your classroom, library, YMCA, summer program, etc., contact your local county Extension office. They will be able to assist you with possible partnerships, funding options, trainings, FAQs, etc.  Find your local county Extension office contact here: https://www.extension.iastate.edu/countyservices/ 
8. Is training required to implement Ricochet?
Facilitator training is highly recommended to deliver the program with fidelity and the most effective learning experience for the youth to fulfill the expected outcomes. Trainings are offered periodically around the state of Iowa. Trainings may also be arranged at a school or organization if they have multiple staff who will help deliver the program.
