Iowa 4-H Exhibit Quotas
2020 4-H Show Iowa: A Special Edition Exhibition

County quotas for 2020 are established on the basis of 4-H’ers’ participation in 4-H. Quotas are based on FY 2019 statistical data (ES-237 report). Exhibit quotas are based on number of members for whom Program Development fees were paid.  

2020 exhibit quota ranges are unchanged from last years. If your overall quota changed it’s because your membership numbers changed and moved you to a new grouping. 

Please evaluate the number of county exhibition entries for this year compared to the past couple years. If your entries are significantly down, reduce the number of Special Edition selections in proportion. For example, if you have 60% of the usual number of entries, it would be appropriate to fill only 60 – 65% of the exhibit quota. (County with normal quota of 36 should select 21 – 24 using a 60% proportion.) Apply the same criteria to your communication event selections.

Counties that voluntarily reduce their Special Edition selections in proportion to actual county entries, and if the number of selections is below 75% of the original quota, only one (1) exhibit in each of the major exhibit departments is required for 2020. 


4-H Special Edition EXHIBIT QUOTA
A minimum of two exhibits must be allocated to each of the major exhibit departments.  (Animals and Agriculture & Natural Resources are combined.) The remaining number in your quota may be allocated by preference of county. Example, for Blue County of 36 exhibits:

Animals and Ag/Natural Resources	2	Personal Development	2
Creative Arts	2	Science, Engineering & Technology	2
Family & Consumer Sciences	2

Blue County quota 36 minus Total assigned 10 = Remaining to allocate 26

*In addition to this base quota, each county may also enter two (2) 
Class 10530 - 4-H Poster Communications and one (1) Class 10490 - $10 Meal Challenge.

Limit on Photography Exhibits –The hard limit on the number of printed/matted/mounted photos in Class 10320 continues for 2020. Your Class 10320 printed photo allocation is shown on the quota sheet.  REMINDER: the Class 103020 printed photo limit is part of your County Quota total.  Exhibits entered in any of the other photography classes do not count against the printed photo limit. 

Photography Exhibits - Equal consideration needs to be given to the Photography (class 10320), Digital Photography (class 10325), Alternative/Creative Photography (Class 10340), and Photography Idea/Educational Display (Class 10345) exhibit classes when making state showcase selections. There is no limit on the number of entries in Class 10325, Class 10340, or Class 10345 (other than staying within the overall quota restrictions and any pro-rated county limits you may impose). However, do not simply move photos originally exhibited at your county fair in class 10320 to the other photography classes in an attempt to exceed quota limits. Be true to the photography exhibit class originally entered by the 4-H member. 


Alternatives for allocating the county exhibit quotas:
One of the objectives for participation in the Iowa State Fair is to provide a showcase for the accomplishments of Iowa 4-H youth.  Counties are asked to use and implement discretion in allocating quotas and selection of specific exhibits to represent a broad spectrum of the total program.  We encourage you to consult with your county 4-H program development committee regarding the criteria you will use in making these determinations.  Following are three options you may wish to consider:  
1. Allocate in proportion to the number of exhibits by project area entered at your county fair.  Use the current or previous year’s figures or, if data is not available, use your best estimate.
2. Allocate in proportion to the current or previous year’s project enrollment/participation.  Allocate either by specific project areas (ex: Clothing & Fashion, Home Improvement, Woodworking, Outdoor Adventures) or by broad divisions (ex: Animals/ANR, Creative Arts, Personal Development).  
3. Use your past year’s Iowa State Fair exhibit entries as a guide.  

Q.	What if a county does not have two qualified 4-H club exhibits in one of the specified areas?  May they only enter one? What happens to the unused quota for that area?
A.	A county may enter only one exhibit in the major exhibit departments.  The unused allocation may NOT be transferred to another area or to the at-large allocation. (See 2020 exception above.) 

Example: Blue County has a 4-H club quota of 36 exhibits. Blue County has only one qualified Animals/Ag & Natural Resources exhibit.  They do have two qualified exhibits in Creative Arts, Family & Consumer Sciences, Personal Development, and Science, Engineering & Technology.  

Blue County will use 9 of the 10 assigned exhibits: 1 Animals/ANR, 2 Creative Arts, 2 FCS, 2 PD, and 2 SET.  They will then allocate the remaining 26 at-large exhibits however they desire, for a total of 35 exhibits. In addition, they may enter up to two (2) exhibits in the 4-H Poster Communications Class and one (1) exhibit in the $10 Meal Challenge class.
