Instructions for 2020 4-H Show Iowa Extemporaneous Speaking Participants


County Extension Staff:


Participants in Extemporaneous Speaking will need to give a new speech for the 4-H Show Iowa event. The campus 4-H office will provide you with three questions/topics for each of your participants. 


The following items will need to be entered into FairEntry:
· Required: Video of the presentation
· Required: Chosen topic for speech entered into the Exhibit Description field
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Optional: Personal/Publicity photo (picture of participant) 

For the participant speech video:
· Make arrangements to prepare and video the speech.
· This may be done at the county extension office (if safe), at home, or other location.
· Provide an adult monitor – extension staff or volunteer.
· Three (3) questions/topics will be provided by the campus 4-H office. The participants will review the questions and then choose one.
· Participants will have 30 minutes to prepare a four (4) – six (6) minute speech on the chosen topic.
· Participants will give their speech. 
· Instruct the participants to speak clearly and look into the camera. The camera is the audience!
· Do not have anyone ask questions after the speech. Record only the presentation.
· Participants are encouraged to wear 4-H apparel.

· Upload the video to YouTube
· Set the viewing permission to “Unlisted”.
· Provide the “Shareable link” in FairEntry.

When you are ready for the questions/topics, please email 4h.exhibits@gmail.com and/or mhoyer@iastate.edu. We will email the questions to you.

A judge will view the video, evaluate the speeches, and provide written comments. The comments and award certificates/ribbons will be sent to county extension offices by mid-September. 

The intent is to have most speeches evaluated by August 12 and results shared back with counties by August 20. These dates are tentative, and judging may continue throughout the month of August. We hope there are minimal challenges with the virtual showcase, but it appears this is the year for the unexpected. Please be patient as we all work through new processes. As staff, we are learning as much as our 4-H members.
