Buena Vista County 4-H Endowment Scholarship Program

The purpose of the Buena Vista 4-H Scholarship program is to provide financial assistance to a senior high
school student that will be attending a university, private college or community college. As we are a non-profit
youth education organization, we need to support our youth as they further their studies. Our most valuable
asset is our youth and their future, so an investment in their future is a worthwhile effort.

CONDITIONS OF THE SCHOLARSHIP

1. Scholarships will be awarded to graduating seniors who are/have been Buena Vista County 4-H’ers. For
any senior student to be eligible they must have been a 4-H member for at least 2 years as a senior
member (9-12'" grade). Factors considered will be 4-H involvement, community and school service,
leadership and academic achievement. Personal references will also be included.

2. Legacy Scholarship: 5 years of 4-H membership are required. Two $500 scholarships will be awarded
based on qualified applicants. Additional scholarships may be awarded contingent on funds and
qualified applicants available, this will be at the discretion of the Buena Vista County 4-H Endowment
Committee.

3. Senior Scholarship: 3 years of 4-H membership are required. One $250 scholarships will be awarded
based on qualified applicants. Additional scholarships may be awarded contingent on funds and
qualified applicants available, this will be at the discretion of the Buena Vista County 4-H Endowment
Committee.

4. Checks will be issued from the County Endowment in the name of the student and school attending in
August. One half of the scholarship will be awarded in the fall term, the second half awarded in the
spring term contingent on continued enrollment.

5. Included with the scholarship application, the student will need to attach a description of
accomplishments, a 250-300 word essay and official transcript.

6. Two completed reference forms mailed separately from application.
7. Incomplete applications or applications received past the deadline will not be considered.
