In last 

month’s newsletter, the different type of animal identifications were listed. If you still need an official 4-H 

tag for your bucket bottle calf, sheep, or goat, please stop by the Extension office to pick one up. You will 

need to have these tags in your animal by May 15 in order to properly enter them into the computer.

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Livestock Identification– It is time to start focusing on getting your livestock identified for the 2019    

Calhoun County Expo. All livestock i.e. beef, sheep, goats, rabbits, poultry, and pets that will possibly be 

exhibited must be identified and entered into 4HOnline by May 15, 2019, no exceptions. This applies to 

both Clover Kids and 4-H members. Help sheets can be found on our website at 

www.extension.iastate.edu/calhoun/news/2019-calhoun-county-expo. I strongly suggest you DO NOT wait 

until the last minute to try and identify your animals. If you have any problems or need assistance from me, 

please give me time to help work out the issues by asking your questions sooner rather than later. As al-

ways, you can reach me at the office at 712-297-8611 or by email at tifblair@iastate.edu. Reminder, this is 

only the first step for signing up your livestock. In June, you will enter them into the appropriate class you 

plan to exhibit them.

Rabbit Tattoo Clinic– If you are planning to exhibit a rabbit this summer at the Expo, you will need to 

have an identification tattoo put in your rabbit’s left ear. On Saturday, May 4, we will be having a rabbit    

tattoo clinic here at the Extension Office where you can bring your rabbit in and have a tattoo put in for you. 

The clinic will be from 10:00 A.M.-12:00 P.M. Please call the Extension Office at 712-297-8611 to sign up. 

If you are unable to attend, you are welcome to check out the kit and put the tattoo in on your own.                          

Instructions will be sent with you then. Reminder, your rabbit must have its tattoo by May 15.

Livestock Identification Help Day– As mentioned above, all livestock will need to be identified and 

entered into the computer by May 15. If you would like assistance with entering your animals into the com-

puter and are unable to make it to the office during business hours, I will be available on Saturday, May 4 

from 8:00 A.M.-12:00 P.M. to help get it done. Please bring all of your animal information with you to the 

Extension Office (325 Court St. Rockwell City) and I will help you enter into 4HOnline. You will need to 

have your tags already put into your animals beforehand so we can properly enter information into the 

computer. Please call the Extension Office at 712-297-8611 if you have questions about what specific infor-

mation you will need to bring with you or any other livestock identification questions you have.

This is for  

livestock exhibits only.

Copyright Reminders– As you begin working 

on your fair projects, it is important to remember copyright laws.  

What does copyright mean?????? A copyright and/or a trademark are legal methods used 

by artists, photographers, writers, and others to protect their original and creative works. Protected 

items may range from professional photography and books to music, sport logo insignias,                

corporate and brand name logos to art designs. It is important to remember the idea itself cannot 

receive a copyright. The expression of an idea is what is copyrighted. For example, one cannot 

copyright "bears", but specific bears like Winnie-the-Pooh and Smoky Bear cannot be copied                

without permission. As an educational agency, 4-H has the responsibility to prepare materials that 

help program participants learn about proper use of copyright and trademark regulations. Copy-

right means complete or portions of materials cannot be reproduced without permission and prop-

er crediting of the source. It is not possible to address all situations that may occur; however, the 

following information will provide some background for making decisions and determining                     

appropriate actions.
