Meetings will be held at the Chickasaw Co Extension Office, meet monthly.  

 
 

Membership will consist of at least 1/3 youth and 2/3 adults.  Youth members are 

appointed yearly by the County Council and serve one (1) year terms.  Adult members 

may be nominated by club members, leaders, retiring committee members, and/or 

Extension staff.  Selected candidates will be appointed by the County Extension Council.   

Term – The Extension Council determines the length of the term. (Length is 3 years with 

an option for one second 3 year term. Term begins January 1 of each year.) 
 

Attend scheduled meetings and actively serve on one sub-committee in order to: 

• Review and study youth issues within the county. 

• Identify priorities for county 4-H youth development programs which align with the 

Iowa 4-H mission, the Iowa 4-H plan, and provide a positive youth development 

experience. 

• Create a plan of action to fulfill the priorities. 

• Review the year’s program activities and events in all 4-H delivery modes. 

• Assess future needs.  

• Develop county policies, rules, and regulations.
