Economic Development 

Farmland Leasing Meeting Increases 
Understanding of Rental Agreements 
 

ISU Extension and Outreach in Iowa County hosted a 
farmland leasing meeting on August 2nd at the Iowa County 
Extension Office in Williamsburg. The annual meeting 
included information on land values and cash rent trends, 
cost of production, methods for determining a rental rate, and 
legislative updates regarding leases and communicating with 
tenants or landlords.  
 

The most recent cash rental rate survey for Iowa shows that 
rent values across the state of Iowa have declined for the 
fourth consecutive year, dropping by 4.8 percent from 2016. 
However, rents for individual farms should be based on 
productivity, ease of farming, fertility, drainage, local price 
patterns, longevity of the lease, and possible services 
performed by the tenant.

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ALLIANT ENERGY OPERATION RELEAF 
 

Alliant Energy along with ISU Extension and Outreach, Iowa County and Iowa DNR 
distributed trees and educated participants on tree planting and care April 19, 2017 at 
Iowa County Fairgrounds in Marengo.  Eligible Alliant Energy customers could pur-
chase up to two trees for $25 each (average retail cost per tree is $65.00) with the re-
maining cost funded through a grant from Alliant Energy.  The program helps custom-
ers save energy in their homes using trees to provide shade during the summer and 
create wind breaks during the winter. 
 

Trees available for purchase were Tuliptree, Kentucky Coffeetree, Royal Star Magno-
lia, Chinkapin Oak, White Oak, Norway Spruce, Ginkgo óPrinceton Sentryô, and Hon-
eylocust óSkylineô.  Trees were 3-8 feet tall in 7-10 gallon containers.

The U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control estimates 1 in 6 Americans 
(48 million) experience foodborne illness each 
year, with 3,000 resulting in death. Iowa 
lawmakers took action on the food safety 
issue with new guidelines that went into effect 
January 1, 2014 requiring food establishments 
to designate a Certified Food Protection 
Manager (CFPM) to oversee the safe food 
handling, preparation, and service of food 
items. Six managers from Iowa County 
foodservice establishments attended 
ServSafe between January and October 2017. 
These establishments, Iowa Valley Care 
Center, Brickhouse Coffee Company, RS 
Enterprises (sells edible cookie dough), 
Amana Colonies Golf Club, and Neuhaus 
Kaffee, serve up to 200 people per day. 
Rachel Wall, Human Sciences Specialist, 
Nutrition and Wellness teaches the ServSafe 
class which meets the CFPM requirement 
upon passing the exam.
