311 4-H members throughout our 

18 clubs and 139 Clover Kids  

(K-3) members throughout our six 

Clover Kids groups. We are 

working to build a diverse and 

inclusive 4-H program in Mahaska 

County through partnerships and 

unique educational opportunities, 

like STEAMfest. STEAMfest was 

held in April at the Musco Technology Center on 

William Penn University’s campus and was free 

and open to the public. The event encouraged 

youth and families to learn about the ways 

Science, Technology, Engineering, the Arts, and 

Math impact everything that we do. Many local 

organizations and corporations were present to 

share how they use STEAM every day. Partners 

for this event included William Penn University, 

Mahaska Communication Group, Mahaska 

Health Partnership, Mahaska County 

Conservation, Indian Hills Community College, 

Vermeer, Iowa Corn, Farm Bureau’s Ag in the

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Mahaska County Master Gardeners 

After holding our first local Master Gardener training in 2003, the 
Mahaska County Master Gardeners were formed.  The          
organization has since grown in membership numbers and    
activities; meeting monthly, except December. 
 
The organization traditionally holds a Plant Sale on the Saturday 
of Mother’s Day weekend.  The funds from this sale support the 
group’s activities throughout the year. 
 
We host outside speakers as public 
events after many of their monthly 
business meetings as well as  
specific events in March and other 
times of the year. These speakers 
are some of the continuing  
education opportunities provided to 
Master Gardeners in Mahaska and     
surrounding counties. 2017 topics 
included Prairie Flowers, Invasive 
Species, Peonies, Jumbo  
Vegetables,  Honeybees, Planting 
for Pollinators, Monarch  
Rearing. Other 2017 educational 
events included webinar viewings 
and events with ISU Extension and 
Outreach field specialists. 
 
Master Gardeners also speak at events held open to the       
public. 2017 topics included lawn care, herb growing, cut      
flower growing, gardening tools, showing flowers. Members also 
lead various workshops which are open to the public. Cost to 
attend these workshops are kept to the amount needed to cover 
supply costs. Workshops in 2017 included hypertuffa, herbal tea, 
trash can composters, and wreath making.  
 
The Master Gardeners also maintain a garden at the flagpole 
site of the extension office landscape. It has served as a location 
for multiple speakers and events. 

 
Master Gardener training is held statewide annually and within 
Mahaska County as needed. Fall 2017 was the most recent 
training. 
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
