Adjusting to the Pandemic 

As the COVID-19 pandemic changed daily life, ISU 

Extension and Outreach prioritized health and safety as we 

developed new ways to bring research-based education to 

the people of Adair County. We remained open for business 

and we continued to educate, engage, and serve Iowans. 

¶ Our office closed on March 17 and all staff members 

worked from home. We updated our website with ways 

the public could contact us if need be. In May, each staff 

member was in the office once a week, and in June, two 

staff members were in the office at one time for the 

duration of a week. 

¶ Our office reopened to the public on July 1, and we are 

currently letting clients into the office one at a time and 

by appointment only. We are also offering curbside 

assistance at this time. 

¶ During the pandemic, we have tried to ensure that we 

are still providing educational opportunities for the 
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residents of Adair County. We have been 

offering Fresh Conversations to our older 

adult population at the Greenfield Senior 

Housing Facility. When the weather is 

nice, we sit outside six feet apart, and 

when the program needs to be moved 

inside, we find a space that will 

accommodate our numbers, maintain 

social distancing, and staff wear masks. 

For Clover Kids, we have moved to a 

larger space to allow for social distancing 

and taped markers on the floor for the 

Clover Kids to stay on for the duration of 

the workshop. 

Providing a County Fair 

Experience 

Although the traditional fair was not possible 

because of the pandemic, ISU Extension and 

Outreach Adair County worked with our 

partners to provide an alternate experience 

to demonstrate and showcase the work of 

our 4-H youth. 

¶ The Adair County Fair decided to do a 

show-and-go style show for all livestock 

shows. Youth brought their livestock to 

the fairgrounds the day of the show and 

took them back home once the show was 

over. 

¶ Members brought their building exhibits 

to the grounds at a designated time and 

dropped them off to be judged. After fair, 

members returned to pick up their 

exhibits.
