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Greene County Day Camps 

During the summer, Greene County youth 

participated in summer day camps held 

through a partnership with the Greene 

County Community Schools. The first 

camp, On My Own and OK, was held  

June 2. This camp taught youth how to 

make good choices, stay safe, and create a 

routine when left home alone. Youth 

learned from Midwest Behavioral Health, 

Greene County Public Health, and Greene 

County LEC.  

Thirty-one youth participated in the Fizz, 

Bubble, Goo day camp on June 7 and 9 

and Aug. 11. The  highlight of this camp 

was watching chemical reactions, making 

slime, watching elephant toothpaste, ex-

ploding Coke and Mentos, and then ending 

the day making ice cream in a bag.  

The third day camp was Fun with Bots, 

which 26 youth attended. Youth coded dif-

ferent types of robots, read robot books, 

and made robot crafts and snacks. The 

final workshop was Agriculture Every Day. 

Nine youth learned about milk by taste test-

ing different varieties, learning about soil 

sampling, identifying the differences in 

eggs, and learning about taste buds.  

These camps have been a unique learning 

experience for youth. Additionally, it has 

been a great opportunity for extension to 

increase enrollment in the 4-H program. 

Nineteen percent of the youth that attended 

the day camps are now enrolled in 4-H.  

Fifty-two percent were already 4-Hôers. 

Weôre excited to continue this effort during 

the summer of 2023. 

Greene County Career Exploration Camps 

Iowa State Extension and Outreach Greene County and the 

Greene County Career Academy are partnering to provide career 

exploration afterschool camps for youth in grades 1-8. Each 

month County Youth Coordinator Samantha Hardaway and Iowa 

Central Coordinator Teresa Green host two after school programs 

featuring a pathway available to high school youth in the career 

academy. The first camp focuses on content for grades 1-3, while 

the second camp is geared toward grades 4-8. Greene County 

High School and Iowa Central Career Academy teachers help 

lead these classes and give participants ideas of careers to ex-

plore. During this time, they participate in a hands-on learning ex-

periences. Camp themes have included these topics: culinary, 

welding, construction, and computer science. We look forward to 

exploring agriculture, health sciences, education, and culinary 

(again) in the spring. All of the camps have filled quickly with a full 

roster of youth excited to participate in these workshops. 

Greene County Fair 

The Greene County Fair was held July 12-18. Great weather al-

lowed the youth involved to show off the projects they had spent a 

lot of time working on. This year's fair featured new activities along 

with growth in almost all project areas. There was a total of 244 

static exhibits in Clover Hall and 424 livestock and pet stock ex-

hibits at the fair. The Clover Kids program continued to grow with 

52 exhibitors at the fair. These youth showed in static, fashion, 

cattle kids, little lambs, goat kids, puppy pack, and birds and bun-

nies. All shows were a success with the show ring full and a line to 

Clover Caf®. Plenty of people were able to enjoy a 4-H beefburger 

from Clover Caf® while visiting the fair. Several new additions 

were featured at the fair this year. These included a story walk, 

story hour with the county libraries, and a coloring contest. All of 

these were big hits and something we look to continue again next 

year. Popular events youth participated in included round robin 

showmanship sponsored by Iowa Central, the Livestock Judging 

Contest, and  barnyard games. These were all popular this year 

and enjoyed by several youth. County Youth Coordinator Saman-

tha Hardawayôs first fair was a success! ISU Extension and Out-

reach Greene County looks forward to the next fair in 2023.
