Clover Kids General Rules:

1. All exhibitors must be Dallas County Clover Kids members in good standing and must be in Kindergarten through 3rd grade.
2. DEADLINE for participation is Wednesday, June 15.  Please notify Carolyn Wilson(cjwilson515@gmail.com or 229-1391) to pre-register and schedule a time to meet with the judge.  We hope this process will help streamline our judging process and minimize your waiting time.

3. Each exhibitor is limited to one outfit in each of the three divisions:

Fashion Revue, Clothing Selection and $15 Challenge.

4. An outfit consists of a top and a bottom. 

5. The participant must fill out a Clothing Event Report /Commentary Form for each category he/she is entering.  This will be given to the judge during his/her judging time.  This form is due July 16 – and should be emailed to Carolyn Wilson at cjwilson515@gmail.com.  
6. Judging will take place Saturday, July 18 beginning at 8:00 am at the Extension Office.  Entrants will meet with a judge for approximately 5 minutes for each category they enter.  All entrants will also model in a public Style Show that afternoon at 3:30 p.m.  
7. Each Clover Kids member should participate in both phases of the event, the morning judging and afternoon Style Show, to receive ribbons and recognition 
8. Outfits or accessories which will be worn during the Clothing Event Day MAY be entered as a project at Clover Kids Day at the Dallas County Fair.  
9. Clover Kids are in noncompetitive categories.  All exhibitors will receive a participation ribbon as well as a special recognition award.  No premium money will be awarded.   
Clover Kids May Enter ONE outfit per Category:

FASHION REVUE:

1. The Clover Kids member enters an outfit that is made or constructed by the Clover Kids member during the current 4-H year.   
2. Not all clothing has to be made/constructed.  For example, it is acceptable to purchase a blouse or sweater to wear with a pair of slacks or skirt that has been constructed.

3. All other accessories and undergarments may be constructed or purchased.

CLOTHING SELECTION:

1. The outfit selected must be PURCHASED (not constructed), since the purpose of this category is to help youth develop skills in buying clothing for a particular purpose or event.  

2. Outfits may be purchased from any source, including consignment shops, clothing stores, etc. and may be new or used.  Gifts of clothing either new or used, are not eligible.

$15 CHALLENGE:

1. The Clover Kids member MUST be purchase an outfit at a garage sale, consignment store, or resale shop (i.e., Goodwill, Salvation Army, DAV, or other stores of this type).

2. The total cost of the outfit must be $15 or less (including tax), not including shoes, accessories or undergarments.

3. Exhibitors must include a copy of their receipts(s) with the Clothing Event Form to show the judge
.  (A garage sale receipt might be a piece of paper that has the name of the place, such as “Jane Doe garage sale”, date, amount paid, and signature of person selling at the garage sale.)  If garments in the outfit were purchased at more than one location, more than one receipt should be included.  
Questions to Prepare for Judging:

1. Why did you purchase or make this particular outfit?

2. Where do you plan to wear this outfit?

3. What do you like about your outfit?
