Saturday, February, 23rd has been set for our Meals From the Heartland 4-H Packaging Event. If your club would like to help with this event please let me (Stacey) know, so that I can get a schedule together.  This year we will try to set up & work as clubs. We would like to ask for a club donation of $100 from each club participating. However, if this is a problem, let me know and we will figure something out. Everyone who wants to do this should have the opportunity to help.  It’s just that someone has to pay for the food. 
Not all the meals packaged go to overseas.  I was told that last year 600,000 of them stayed in the US, and 300,000 stayed in Iowa. They packaged 7.8 million meals all together with approximately two million of them going to Haiti, two million going to South Africa, & 285,000 to Mexico. This project seems like such a good fit for 4-H kids, because in most cases it turns out to be “kids helping kids!” There are some schools that receive these meals in some of these countries and the only reason kids show up to school is not to learn, but rather to have something to eat!!

Rules: 
· Each team will be made up of one 4-H member and one adult. 
· If you are a youth that would like to participate but do not know of an adult who can help you, please contact the Extension Office and we will find an adult who knows how to weld to help you. 
· Each team will get one bucket. Each bucket will have the similar “junk.” 
· There will be only 8 buckets available. The first 8 members to contact the Extension Office will be given a bucket of junk. 
· The goal is to use the items in your bucket to create a sculpture or lawn art piece. 
· You will be asked to name your creation when you turn in the final exhibit. 
· You may clean, sand, weld, glue, cut, bolt, fasten, bend, shape, paint or finish the items that you are provided, but no pieces may be added. 
· Entries will be judged on artistic merit, technical merit, and the member’s exhibit write-up. 
· All entries will be judged in the 4-H Building on the day of regular 4-H/FFA judging. 
· All entries must be completed and returned to the Jasper County Extension Office by June 1st. 
· All 4-H Exhibit Building rules apply to this project. 
· These projects will not be eligible to advance to the State Fair. 
· The finished products will be auctioned during the livestock auction at the Jasper County Fair. Proceeds will go to the Jasper County 4-H Program.

All pigs must be farrowed after January 1st of the current year and be ear notched at birth according the swine registry system. 

TAGGING- 	All pigs will be tagged for the Jasper County & State Fairs.

WEIGHING- Only pigs being nominated for the DERBY CLASS will be weighed in.  If you plan to exhibit in the Derby Class you must know which pigs you are going to nominate for this at the time of the verification.  The maximum weight to qualify as a derby pig is 125 lbs. 

Again This Year- Purebred Breeding Gilts and purebred Market Hog Classes. Exhibitors must bring the original purebred registration papers to the county fair.  Breeds include: Berkshire, Chester White, Duroc, Hampshire, Landrace, Poland China, and Spotted & Yorkshire.

WHAT IS DUE WHEN FOR THE JASPER COUNTY FAIR


As a reminder to 4-H’ers and to inform new families the following guideline will be in every newsletter from here on out (providing there is room).  If entries are late they are brought before a committee and the decision is made as if the 4-H’er will be allowed to exhibit.  We hate to keep anyone from showing at the fair however; it’s not fair to those who get their entries in correctly and on time.  Hopefully, this will help, and remember… If in doubt ASK!

May 15 – Identify all animals in 4hOnline this includes Breeding Beef, Bottle Calves, Dairy Cattle, Dairy & Meat Goats, Dogs, Horses, Llamas, Sheep, & Swine, Rabbits, Cats, & Poultry (Market Beef are done in Dec/Jan following weigh in.) 

May 15- County Fair Entry Process –be watching future newsletters and email for more information and help sheets for county fair entry.

July 1- Entries for Communications- Working Exhibits, Share the Fun, Extemporaneous Speaking, & Educational Presentations.  Clothing Selection and Fashion Review Entries are also due July 1st to our office and entered into Fair Entry.
July 1- STATE FAIR ENTRY FORM DUE 

July 17- 4-H Building Exhibits Entries Due.  This was done in 4hOnline last year, and worked out very well.  

Again this year, ALL paper work needs to be complete when you bring your projects to the fair.  We will no longer have forms, goal sheets, and tags available in the 4-H building.

-All Breeding Heifers need a tattoo entered and either a registration number (if a purebred/breed), a calfhood vaccination #, or an official 4-H ear tag

-Dairy Cattle – Two of three identifiers required - registration numbers (all levels of registry, Tattoo/Ear Tag # (tattoo, DHIA official ID acceptable), Photos (2- left side, right side)

-Will split Hereford cattle into polled and horned

Horse
Registration Paper for Halter Classes are NOT required. Halter class horses cannot be leased
-No Pony Showmanship class (will show with horses)
- No Miniature Horse Driving & Obstacle Driving classes
- 9 – 12 grade English Walk/Trot – will split into grades 9/12 and 11/12
Split Pony into mares and gelding
Split Pony Walk/Trot into English Walk/Trot and Western Walk/Trot
Split Pony Pleasure into Polk Hunter Under Saddle and Pony Western Pleasure

Meat Goat
Birth Date required (Breeding Does)
No Clipping or Shearing in the barn, goats must come show ready

Rabbit
-Rabbit Check-in only on Wednesday afternoon/evening

Sheep
-If less than 5 head are entered, will show in “All Other Breeds” class
- New Class: “Pedigree Wether Dam”
	-All breeds accepted.  Animals must be registered, with papers presented at check-in.  Classification will be based off of registration papers.  Hair sheep (Dorpers) will also be accepted in this class
	-Entries must be born after Jan 1 of current year
	-Classes will be split into breeds with 5 or more entries in the particular breed.  Breeds with less than 5 head will show in the All Other Breeds class
- Breed champions will compete for Grand Champion 4-H Purebred Wether Dam
-Animals must be slick-shorn prior to entering the fairgrounds
REWORD CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:
·  White-Face (add Southdown lambs to qualify for this)
· Speckled-face (will call it White-Breed influence/speckled face) and include acceptance of piebald lambs to class qualification/description

2015 Iowa State Fair 4-H Livestock Rule Changes/Updates 
YQCA (FORMALLY FSQA)     IMPORTANT CHANGES – PLEASE READ


YQCA is an online livestock quality assurance education program for youth and will be replacing the yearly FSQA training or testing that we have had in the past. 

For 2019, all 4-H livestock exhibitors will be required to be YQCA certified for county and state fair exhibition.  This will be replacing FSQA.  Youth can log-in to complete YQCA training through 4hOnline once we have it set up a little bit later.  (You will receive more information and directions on this).  

Exhibitors for the following species are required to have YQCA certification by July 1, 2019…

-Beef
-Dairy Cattle/Dairy Goat
-Meat Goat
-Poultry
-Rabbit
-Sheep
-Swine

YQCA certification costs $12 per test, with test-out options for first year intermediates and seniors.  You will not be charged the fee until you pass your test.  Financial assistance is available- please contact out office if you are in need.  

If your FSQA certification is current you will not need to take YQCA until your FSQA certification expires.
