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Johnson County Beef Weigh-In 

January 6, 2018 8-11am 

Johnson County Fairgrounds; Scale House 

 

All county fair market beef division animals must weigh in, in order to be eligible to show at 

the county fair.  This includes ALL market steers, market heifers and 2nd year bucket bottle 

calves.   

Iowa State Fair and Ak-Sar-Ben market beef projects will also be nominated January 6.   

There is a fee payable at the weigh-in for Iowa State Fair and Ak-Sar-Ben nominations. 

Retinal scans will be taken at the weigh-in for these nominations at $8 per head.  Registra-

tion information for Iowa State Fair market beef breed class entries must be turned into the 

Extension Office by January 15.  We recommend you have this information with you at 

weigh-in time. This includes sire name and tattoo number for breed cattle. 

Advanced Feeder projects will be weighed on January 6th as well.  Feeder pens may be a 

minimum of 3 head up to a maximum of 6 head. Second year bucket bottle calves must be 

brought to the weigh-in as well, if you intend to show them in the market beef  2nd year 

bucket bottle division.   

Breeding beef nominations are due to the Extension Office on May 15!  Only heifers nomi-

nated by May 15 are eligible to show at the Iowa State Fair and Ak-Sar-Ben.  Cards for 

Johnson County Bred will be available at the weigh-in as they have been in the past.    

Implants will be available and will be first come, first serve basis. The Johnson County 

Cattleman have graciously donated the implants for the 2018 weigh in.  If 

you have any questions please contact Camie at 319-337-2145 or email at 

cmarshek@iastate.edu.    

Please note if you are unable to attend the Johnson County weigh ins, please let Camie 

know ahead of time what county you will be attending as we need to arrange your tag deliv-

ery.  Prices vary by county for the nomination process.

National 4-H Conference = week long trip to Washington D.C. 
with a goal for youth share their perspective on the 4-H program 
with national leaders, including Congressional members 

National 4-H Congress = week long trip to National 4-H in Atlan-
ta promoting leadership, community service, team building, and 
cultural issues 

State 4-H Council =work directly with Iowa 4-H Youth Develop-
ment to represent the program across the state, plan the annual 
Iowa 4-H Youth Conference the end of June, hosting between 700 to 1000 Iowa youth on the ISU cam-
pus 

State Project Award = $100 award to top 50 applicants who outline and demonstrate mastery, leader-
ship, communication, and service in a specific project area in their 4-H career 

State 4-H Shooting Sports Ambassador Program = advocate for the program at county, regional, and 
state level while gaining leadership, public presentation, citizenship, community service, public relations 
experience.

The Iowa 4-H Foundation has announced applications are now available for the 4-H scholarship 

program. 86 scholarship opportunities valued at over $99,000 will be awarded.  

The various scholarship awards range in amounts from $500 to $10,000. Certain scholarships 

are open to students pursuing any field of study, while others are open to students pursuing de    

    grees in agriculture, food and nutrition, ag business, animal science, journalism and STEM relat-

ed studies.  Former and current 4-H members graduating from high school or currently attending 

college are eligible applicants. 

While a majority of the 4-H scholarship opportunities are available for students attending Iowa 

State University, scholarships are available to students planning to attend an Iowa Regent uni-

versity, Iowa private college, Iowa community college, or any land-grant university.  

    Iowa 4-H members are eligible to apply for 4-H scholarships if they meet individual scholarship 

requirements, as determined by the scholarship donors. Applicants must enroll as a full-time stu-

dent to receive scholarship awards.
