Justin Abell moved to recess the regular Council Meeting at 6:30 P.M. for FY’20 Public Hearing.  2nd by Clint Mikesell.  Carried unanimously.

Chair-“This is the time and place set for the public hearing on the Keokuk County Extension Budget.  The notice of the public hearing did appear in the Sigourney newspaper not more than 20 days and not less than 10 days before the hearing as required by law on January 23, 2019. Justin Abell moved to approve the FY’20 tax levy at $200,620 with a mil rate of $.30 with total expenses of $359,585 and a Tort liability levy of $1000 and a mil rate of $.0015 with total expenses of $5000 for a total mil rate of $.3015.   2nd by Brian Kitzman. Carried unanimously. Discussion and vote, approved budget cannot exceed these published figures. 

Justin Abell moved to approve Samantha Hervey as a volunteer.  2nd by Clint Mikesell   Carried unanimously.
