Call the meeting to order- The meeting was called to order at 6:26 p.m. by Brad Vandenberg.

Approval of Agenda- Motion by Roger Fullenkamp, seconded by Vicki Kokjohn to approve the agenda as presented. Motion carried 6 to 0. 
Minutes- After review of the minutes, Vicki Kokjohn made a motion, seconded by Roger Fullenkamp that the minutes of the 9.18.19 meeting be approved. Motion carried 6 to 0.
Approval of Vouchers: After review of the September, October and November vouchers, Russ Schwartz made a motion, seconded by Roger Fullenkamp to approve payments of items beginning September 1, 2019 including voucher number 15469 and ending November 30, 2019 through voucher number 15568, direct deposits DD01025-DD01053, 7 EFT’s (IPERS/ Treasury/State Treasurer) totaling $73,933.23. Motion carried 6-0.

Treasurer’s Report: Vicki Kokjohn reported on November 30, 2019 NOW Account balance of $17,029.44 and a Money Market Account balance of $323,162.71. Chris Lindner made a motion, seconded by Russ Schwartz that the Treasurer’s report be accepted. Motion carried 6-0.

New Business: 
Approval of STEM Backpacks at Lincoln and Richardson Elementary– Council approved the ordering all supplies to make seven STEM Backpacks for the Lincoln and Richardson Elementary Schools. Chris Lindner made a motion, seconded by Roger Fullenkamp. Motion passed 6-0.
Approval of STEM Iowa Kits and STEM Lit-to Go - Council approved the ordering all supplies to STEM Iowa and STEM Lit to Go Kits for the office so the public and check them out. Chris Lindner made a motion, seconded by Roger Fullenkamp. Motion passed 6-0.
Approval of Office closing on 12-23-19- Council approved the office being closed on Monday, December 23rd. Russ Schwartz made a motion, seconded by Vicki Kokjohn. Motion passed 6-0. 
Rising Star Interns for 2020-Janet Smith explained that we have had Rising Star Interns the past two years in our county that have been grant funded, but this year there is not grant money and if we would like to have them in our county it will cost $3,500.  Council approved spending $3,500 towards having Rising Star Interns for the year 2020. Vicki Kokjohn made a motion, seconded by Tina Loges. Motion passed 6-0. 

Discussion of Plat Books- Whitney Weisinger discussed how several people have come into our office asking to purchase plat books. Plat books are $24.00 a book and we can sale for $35.00 or more. We only have to order 15 books the first time and then orders of 5 after that. Council approved ordering 50 plat books for the 2020 year. Russ Schwartz made a motion, seconded by Roger Fullenkamp. Motion passed 6-0.

4-H Club size- Whitney Weisinger asked council for their opinion on how large a 4-H club should be and explained that there is an adult to child ration that needs to be met and that we have 2 clubs that are fairly large and we need to be looking for more volunteers for those clubs.
