· If you are awarded a scholarship, you must show proof of full time enrollment in a degree granting college or university, community college, community college trades program, or certificate granting vocational school (you must provide a copy of your schedule of courses for Fall 2020).
· Scholarship monies will be disbursed directly to the academic institution.  Applicants must provide this information to the Muscatine County Extension Office within their first year of college.
· Scholarship recipients will be notified by the Muscatine County Master Gardener scholarship committee.
