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This YQCA online learning experience was created by a collection of livestock and 4-H
specialists from across the Midwest to continue lowa 4-H’s invested commitment to
teaching youth to produce safe and quality food for consumption. This training is
designed to help prepare 4-Hers to be a young producers in the animal agriculture
industry. 4-Hers produce 17 million pounds of meat a year through their 4-H projects,
and so two important goals of this program is to be help youth raise animals in a healthy
and safe environment which will then produce the safest food possible for our world.

All beef, bucket bottle, swine, sheep, dairy cattle, dairy goat, meat goat, rabbit, and
poultry exhibitors are REQUIRED to be YQCA certified to exhibit at the county fair and
State Fair. Certification must be complete by June 1 and is good for one calendar year..
