All members MUST meet the following 5 requirements to be eligible to exhibit at the 2020             Shelby County Fair, Iowa State Fair, Ak-Sar-Ben and Clay County Fair:
1. Attend at least 4 regular 4-H club meetings (between September 1 and July 1).

· Dog, horse, swine, sheep/goat, rabbit and beef project exhibitors attend these additional Shelby County sponsored meetings:
· Dog exhibitors work with identified dog at least two dog project meetings. Four or more is recommended.
· Horse exhibitors work with identified horse at least three horse project meetings, while following the guidelines set in “4-H Rules and Regulations for equine shows in Iowa”.
· Rabbit, swine, sheep/goat and beef exhibitors will attend one Extension approved county project area workshop per age category the first year you exhibit in that age category (i.e. Junior, Intermediate and Senior).
2. Complete animal identification form or 4-H online identification by January 15 and/or May 15 for those projects requiring it. (all animals EXCEPT: cats, small pets, poultry & rabbits)
3. Certify in YQCA prior to May 15th for beef, swine, sheep, rabbit, poultry, dairy & goat exhibits.
4. Complete county fair entry form or Fair Entry online by June 15th.
5. Submit a record book the previous year (exception: 4th graders and first year 4-H’ers)
