· 3 cash awards ($40, $25, $10) may be presented.  Each will also receive a disc.

· The application must include records kept for one or more of these project areas.  Focus is on current year records with records of past years as additional support.
· 4-H’ers in grades 9-12 may apply each year.

· 4-H’ers may receive this award more than once.

· Only one application may be submitted each year.

Story about your 4-H livestock experience (limited to 3 pages, one-sided)

May include information about additional livestock experiences that you are involved with outside of the 4-H program.  (Examples:  attended a workshop, gave a presentation, member of an association, etc)
