Union County Fair General Info

HEALTH AND SAFETY
· Exhibitors, please limit the number of people that you bring with you to the show. 
· We highly encourage people to wear a face mask if they can
· High touch areas will be cleaned daily
· Places to wash hands and hand sanitizer will be offered on the grounds
· Please remember to distance as much as possible by remaining 6ft apart.

4-H and Clover Kid T-Shirts:
All 4-Hers are REQUIRED to wear the green 4-H t-shirt while showing in the ring and during static exhibit judging. 4-H Shirts are available for purchase ($9.00) at the extension office or the fair office during the fair. Clover Kids are strongly encouraged to wear the gray Clover Kid shirts while exhibiting in the Clover Kid Pet Show, doing static exhibits, or showing bottle animals. Clover Kids Shirts are available for purchase ($12.00) at the extension office or the fair office during the fair.

Cook Shack 
No cook shack or cook shack duty this year. Please bring your own coolers or eat from the food trucks/vendors. 

Club Recognition
[bookmark: _GoBack]Each club to put together a club poster/display, include photos, club projects, member projects, members etc (showcase your club!) These will be hung somewhere on the fairground

Round Up :
Because it will be hard to social distance in the alley, or with a large group of members in the back of a pick-up, we will limit each club to club officers/representatives (choose 5-7 members) to walk around the arena on foot. We will provide a club sign for you to hold up as you walk through the arena. 

Club representatives and leaders should line up on the north side of the rodeo arena by 6:00 PM for the 4-H Round Up event on Tuesday, July 21st  at 6:15 PM.

Queen’s Parade Line Up

Clubs should follow the same procedure as the round-up electing only a few representatives. Representatives should line up on East Kansas Street by 4:45 PM for the Queen’s parade on Saturday, July 18th. Member representatives may ride in the back of a pick-up or on a hay rack as long as they can maintain 6 ft of social distancing

Parade of Champions and Reserves at 12:30 Wednesday. 
Please begin lining up for this at 12:15 at the show arena. 
All Champions and Reserve winners are allowed to participate (including breeding, and non-sellable animals). For the Parade of Champions, do not bring your animals into the ring, only yourself and your trophies/prizes and ribbons. You will walk into the ring, and walk out of the ring on the other side, instead of staying in the ring this year. 



REMINDER! Grounds Cleanup:
ALL 4-Hers and FFA members are expected to help with grounds clean up. Each day from 7-9 AM for exhibitors keeping animals on the grounds, and another time from 5-6 PM after each species show. Grab some garbage bags, and gloves from the fair office and pitch in for some trash pickup. This timeslot is no longer divided up by club, instead if you are on the grounds then let’s do our part to help the fair board out and ensure that our grounds remain clean for both ourselves and the public. 

REMINDER! Post Fair Cleanup
4-Hers need to have their stalls, pens and cages cleaned on Wednesday before leaving the fair for the final time. 

Animal and Static Exhibit Check Out:
Check out for all animals (not going through the sale) is immediately after the show.  Static exhibits is between 12:00-6:00 PM on Tuesday July, 21st, or  10AM – 2PM Wednesday, July 22nd  

State Fair selected static exhibits NEED to be checked out and taken home. Arrangements will be made to get what is needed from each exhibitor for the special state fair 4-H static show. 
Ribbons & Premiums
To avoid putting the fair queen in a position in which she would need to be in close contact with hundreds of exhibitors throughout the week, ribbons will be handed out in packets which can be picked up at the end of the day at the fair office. Ribbon premiums will not be handed out with the ribbons this year during the fair. All exhibitors will get their premiums by check after the fair. Fair premiums will be awarded as follows. 

Activities

Any additional activities not in the schedule will be noted in signage and handouts on the day of the activity. 

3 Mile sharpshooters will be hosting some archery activities on Saturday, and Monday afternoons of the fair. 

Static Exhibit Building

Check IN 
Projects can be dropped off at the fairgrounds at the 4-H building on either : Tuesday from 10AM-2PM or Wednesday between 3PM-7PM. If you have a project with multiple pieces, you will need to put labels on the pieces (ex:1 of 6, 2 of 6, etc..) Clover kids should also check in their projects at this time. Clover kids don’t need a write up, but you need to make sure there is a name on all of the pieces. 


Judging 
Adopting a state fair “pencil judging” style – judging will be closed, but exhibitors will still receive paper feedback. Food projects will not be tasted this year, but will be evaluated based on appearance, and project learning/write up. Projects will stay on the grounds to be viewed during the week between Noon and 6PM each day. There will be a chaperone in the building during that time-frame. 

Check out 
Projects can be picked up at the 4-H building on Tuesday the 21st between noon and 6PM or on Wednesday between 10 AM and 2 PM. 


Animals

Animal Check-in
All animals will check-in on the day of their species show (except hogs) as noted in the new schedule. Please respect the volunteers, staff and other participants, by distancing yourself as much as you can, and wearing a mask is HIGHLY ENCOURAGED. 


Unloading Hogs:
Due to stricter guidelines to help prevent the spread of disease. The county fair veterinarian will inspect all hogs before they get off of the trailer for sickness. Please be patient as this will add a little time to our swine weigh-in, but it is imperative that we follow these guidelines to prevent the spread of fatal swine diseases. Do NOT unload your hogs until the veterinary has inspected your hogs on the trailer!

Elite Showmanship:
This is a showmanship category for all species except horse, cat, and small pets. This opportunity allows those 4-Hers who have already won showmanship in their division (Junior, Intermediate, Senior) to participate every year in showmanship while waiting to bump up to their next division. When participating in Elite Showmanship then you will be competing for the champion trophy against Juniors, Intermediates and Seniors. Elite Showmanship is optional but strongly encouraged!

Herdsmanship:
There will be no herdsmanship judging this year due to no organized stalling on the fairgrounds. As 4-H and FFA members you are still expected to keep your spaces clean and presentable regardless of whether there is an incentive or not!

Exhibitor Tag #’s:
If you are showing animals then we have an exhibitor number for you which needs to be worn while showing. These exhibitor tag numbers are enclosed in your family packets.  Clover Kids will get exhibitor numbers too. Please bring these numbers with you to the show, as you won’t be getting another set. 


Market Broiler Exhibitors:
A reminder to those of you showing in the market broiler project: 
If you choose to sell your pen of 5 at the fair, they MUST be butchered at a state inspected facility. They will load up the broilers at 6:30 AM on Wednesday the 22nd morning and haul them to the locker in Missouri Valley and then deliver the carcasses back to the fairgrounds on Wednesday. The exhibitor will need to be present at 6:30 AM to help load your birds and pick up the carcasses. If you have additional market broilers that you would like butchered ($2.50/bird + a few cents added for the batch fee) then you need to deliver them to the fairgrounds by 6:30 AM on Wednesday morning and we will haul them.  When it comes to sale time, you will sell the best 5 of your butchered birds at the sale (already butchered) similar to the carcass hog project.  
THE TRAILER WILL LEAVE AT 7 AM!!

Small Pet and Cat Posters Required:
An educational poster is required in order to exhibit your cat or small pet for county fair. Posters should be brought on the show day to be exhibited and judged. 

 Rabbit Costume Contest
Open to all 4th-12th grade rabbit exhibitors who will be exhibiting rabbits at county fair. This will take place on Saturday, July 18th from 2:00-5:00 PM in the Commercial building. 


Pen of 3 Beef Posters

Exhibitors participating in the Pen of 3 project are required to create a poster of your beef project.  After Initial fair weigh-in and ultrasound on Saturday the 11th prior to the fair then exhibitors in the Pen of 3 project will need to also include the beginning weight, county fair weight, average daily gain, and ultrasound data. During the beef show, you will interview with the judge, display your poster, and the winners will be announced in the ring. 


Sale

CHANGES FOR 2020
· Sale animals must stay on the grounds after their species show in order to participate in the sale or ship on the truck for bio-security and packer reasons. You have the choice to leave if you don’t feel comfortable staying after the show, you just can’t participate in the sale if you do that. 

· REQUIRED to pre-nominate by 1 hour after show – enter every animal that you might want to sell (only sheep, goat, swine, beef, and broiler). You may scratch animals up to 5PM on Tuesday July 21st. 
· Animals that want to sell in the sale (or ship out on the trucks) must be kept on the grounds until the sale day (Wednesday)
· Because many businesses and supporters have been hurt by having to close for months, they aren’t able to support us as much financially this year as they would normally. To be respectful of them putting money toward exhibitors as a premium (donation), exhibitors will only be allowed to sell one animal total (broiler pen counts as 1) each in the arena. Exhibitors will be allowed to put their other animals on the trucks to ship and will receive whatever the floor price is for those animals from our buyer (excluding broilers-but you can take them home for your own use if you choose to sell a different species). This change will be re-evaluated for the 2021 fair. 
· You MUST declare the species that you want to sell through the ring by 5PM MONDAY

Stall Card Pick Up:
Stall cards will be available to those who are planning to stall on the fairgrounds throughout the week so that they can participate in the sale. If you plan to sell in the sale or send an animal out on the truck, you MUST pick-up a stall card from the show arena office. 

Sale Order and Number of Times through Ring:
Sale Order 2020:, Beef, Swine, Broilers, Sheep, Goats
A 4-Her can sell through the sale ring 1 total time. Champions and Reserves ARE INCLUDED in that 1 time total through the ring, they are no longer considered “freebies” through the ring.  A Pen of Three can NO LONGER be considered 1 lot through the sale ring. Champions and Reserves will start each species sale, those Champions and Reserves are considered part of your 1 time total through the ring. 
***A pen of market broilers counts as 1 time through the sale ring.
