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MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING 
OF WARREN COUNTY AGRICULTURAL EXTENSION COUNCIL


Tuesday June 25, 6:30pm  Warren County Extension Office, Indianola, IA 
Mark Matlage opened the meeting at 6:31pm. Present were Mark Matlage, Mark Davitt, Terry Pauling, DeanAnn Netley, and Kate Patterson. Also present was Cortney Garrington, Executive Director. 
No open forum discussions held. 
Consent agenda items were declared approved. Patterson moved to approve the May 2019 Voucher of $33,150.34 numbered 12224 to 12249 plus ACHs for approval with Pauling seconding. Motion carried with all ayes. 
Fiscal/Finance committee had no report. 
Personnel Committee reported that they finished reviews and had two items for council to vote upon. Pauling moved to approve the updated Warren County Personnel Policy and Netley seconded. Motion carried with all ayes. 
Patterson presented the Personnel Committee recommendations as reported in the council packet with a recommendation of increasing the flat dollar contribution for insurance $425.00 a month per employee that enrolls in the insurance offered through Warren County Extension. The 2nd recommendation included a 2% raise for each employee with amounts to: Cortney Garrington, Executive Director: $55,455.00, Logan Kinyon, County Youth Coordinator: $18.20/ hour, Teresa Stansbury, Bookkeeper: $32.90/ hour, and Kristine Labertew, Office Assistant: $17.34. Heaberlin moved to approve the recommendations as read with Netley seconding the motion. The motion carried with all ayes.  
The Marketing and Communication had no report. 

Program Selection Committee will meet in August at a date to be set. 

Facility committee updated the council that Brian Hunziker, the podiatrist will be moving in July 10th but his lease begins July 1st. Inquiries continue to come in about available space and will be handled by the committee. 

Netley reported from the 4-H Foundation meeting that discussion continues around fundraising. 


 
Garrington reported on office schedules. Fair preparation is heavily underway in between day camps. She additionally gave a full report on day camps and the current BBQ School which is going on now with Steve Heaberlin.  

Chizek had no report. 

Old business consisted of a quick review about the Open House held on May 30th. We estimated 143 guests attending and had very positive feedback about the new location. 

More old business consisted of an update on the 4-H Club Accounts and transferring these accounts to the office. Garrington updated that while eleven clubs have transferred there funds there are still fourteen clubs yet to go through this process. A reminder email was sent out on the twenty-fifth to club leaders about the approaching deadline. 

The last old business item was a reminder from Jerry Chizek about the updated Senate File 170 which now allows council vacancies to be filled in the next general election and extended the year-end publication deadline date has moved back from August 1 to September 1.  

New business began with reviewing the Warren county 4-H Foundation County Endowment Agreement Addendum. This statewide form was presented for the council to review and is in current review process at the local Warren County 4-H Foundation. 

Patterson moved to pay the FY’20 Iowa Extension Council dues as presented by the IECA invoice of $300.00. Heaberlin seconded. The motion passed unanimously. 

Pauling moved to close the office July 5th. Heaberlin seconded. Motion carried unanimously.  

Patterson moved to cancel the July meeting. Pauling seconded. Motion carries and passes unanimously.
