(I am unsure of the correct spelling of some of the plants/places in our program and did not take time to look them up so…..so please excuse incorrect spelling on my part.)


Program -Dick Schreiber talked about his lifelong love of plants that as he recalls began on a limestone bluff in Kansas while he tried to figure out how a Corapantha could grow in that environment. We then were off for a trip around the world and some of the plants that are found –some were strange plants –some were just in strange places! We started here in the USA touring Arizona who knew the Saguaro cactus was 75 years old before it gets its first arm! Florida, Texas where after WW1 a civilian conservation core was started, then a visit to California where the Huntington Library and art gallery is nearly as important to visit as plant places. We then moved to SE Asia home of the Voodoo lily, British Columbia for a monkey puzzle tree. We learned that  England has a Royal Trust so many of the gardens and grounds there are cared for by this so the ornate gardens are very well kept, the shrub trimmers often are quite creative with the trimming! Cost Rica- home of the Bromeliads and orchids, Mexico, Brazil, Chile, Peru home of the many types of Pepperomia and Bromeliads that take 40 years to bloom then die. Then we moved on  to Argentina and The Canary Islands where we saw a Dragon Blood tree that is 275 years old. 
This was an exceptionally nice tour of the world and there were several interesting plants that Dick and Cynde brought on display. They also provided a list of resources for succulents and strange plants. We also found out that a lot of these are displayed at the Botanical Center.
