Educational Presentations: Provide an opportunity for 4-Her’s to 

demonstrate communication skills by presenting knowledge, infor-

mation, or a process to an audience in order to gain a desired re-

sponse. 

 

Working Exhibits: Provide an opportunity for 4-Her’s to communi-

cate, interact with, and teach an audience in an informal and expe-

riential way. **Exhibitors are encouraged to have family members 

act as their participants. 

 

Pride of Iowa: Provide an opportunity to acquaint 4-Her’s with Io-

wa’s products as they select and demonstrate how to prepare a rec-

ipe that has at least 1 food product from Iowa. **In some ways, 

this will be similar to  cooking show segment.
